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Issue Statement/Business Need:

NANPA received a request to assign a General Purpose NPA Code to Sint Maarten.  Per Section 10 of the NPA Allocation and Assignment Guidelines, NANPA is submitting this issue to the INC for its consideration.  
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Suggested Solution:

Provide feedback to the applicant and direction to NANPA as to whether an NPA code is to be assigned for the purpose identified in the NPA application.  
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Related work required for the solution to this issue to be implementable by the industry
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Activity Log (can be very brief but this must be regularly updated on a meeting-by-meeting basis and include all agreements reached and action items):
INC 99:  Issue was reviewed and discussed.  Participants reviewed the issue and attachments a, b, c, and d.  Participants will review application further and come prepared to INC100 to discuss it further.
INC100 June 23-27, 2008:  Participants reviewed GS-604, the NANPA correspondence to ATIS to request distribution to ATIS forums and committees to solicit input on the Sint Maarten application, per the requirements in Section 10.3.3 of the NPA Allocation Plan and Assignment Guidelines.   NANPA reported that similar correspondence has been sent to the CSCSN as well as the other NANP member nations per the guideline direction.   Participants reviewed further background provided in NPA-233.  Participants discussed the history of other applications to the NANA (Guyana and American Samoa) and the possibility of sharing NPAs among existing and potential future NANP countries.  Participants reviewed the criteria for assignment of an NPA to a non-NANP member contained in the NPA Allocation Plan and Assignment Guidelines and discussed the Sint Maarten application.   Participants began to formulate possible further questions for the applicant related to the timing of Sint Maarten becoming recognized as a country by the UN or the ITU and politically recognized by other countries in the NANP.  The draft questions are contained in NPA-234.  The issue will remain active while input is being received from other industry committees and NANP members.
There has been no official input back to INC or NANPA at this date.
INC101 August 12-21, 2008: Participants reviewed the following incoming correspondences referred to NPA from INC101 General Session: GS 611: Canadian Steering Committee on Numbering (CSCN) -- CSCN TIF Report 75 re: TIF 78 Sint Maarten Application to Join the NANP;  GS 614 : Montserrat response Re Sint Maarten Application; GS 616: Trinidad and Tobago response Re Sint Maarten Application; GS 617: NIIF NIOC Response Re Sint Maarten Application; GS 618: NIIF NRRIC Response Re Sint Maarten Application.  Participants also edited potential draft questions regarding the Sint Maarten application in NPA-234R.   Participants discussed awaiting further regulator feedback before making an INC recommendation, and participants took an action item to investigate if they can support a shared NPA for two or more different and geographically diverse Caribbean countries, specifically participants should check with their billing and international settlements specialists for impacts of the shared NPA.

INC102 October 7-10, 2008:  Participants reviewed GS- GS-619: Dominica Response to St Maarten Application to Join the NANP;  GS-620: Canadian Radio-television and Telecommunications Commission’s Response to St. Maarten Application to Join the NANP; GS-622: September 5, letter to NANPA from Sint Maarten; and GS-623: Application of Sint Maarten for Admittance to and Participation in the North American Numbering Plan - GOVERNMENT OF ANGUILLA.  Participants then drafted CS-146, a recommendation to the NANPA.

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Resolution Statement:

INC recommended in CS 146 that Sint Maarten’s application for an NPA as a new NANP entrant be approved, as Sint Maarten met the criteria for assignment in the NPA Allocation Plan and Assignment Guidelines. 

INC notes that Sint Maarten is unlikely to utilize all of the 7.92 million telephone numbers available for assignment in an NPA.  INC and a number of the parties that responded to NANPA are concerned about the impact of NPA assignments regarding number optimization and NANP exhaust.  INC members and other parties suggested that Sint Maarten be asked to share an NPA Code assignment with some future NANP entrant.  Given that the sharing of NPAs is not currently addressed in the NPA Allocation Plan and Assignment Guidelines, INC cannot justify asking Sint Maarten to share an NPA.  In the future, the INC may consider changes to the guidelines to address shared NPAs.  
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
