Issue Statement/Business Need:  In the past, during Relief Planning implementation of an NPA Split, certain states, regulatory agencies allowed wireless carriers to maintain their existing NPA-NXX’s in rate centers that were assigned a new NPA. These resources are known as Grandfathered Codes.  There are currently 853 Grandfathered NXX’s sitting in various SP’s inventory.  In certain cases, these NXX’s are not used for customer assignment, but must be included in an SP’s Months to exhaust and utilization calculation for additional resources.  The blocks cannot be donated back to the PA unless they fall under the 10% contamination threshold.  Since a block in a Grandfathered NXX does not go back to the inventory pool, contamination should not matter and an SP should be allowed to donate any Grandfathered block.   
Suggested Solution:  Add a new section to the TBPAG on Grandfathered NXX’s allowing for blocks to be donated over 10% contaminated.
