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Meeting Summary

1. Call To Order

Gary Richenaker called the meeting to order at 3:04 pm and thanked all participants for joining.

3. Use of US MCCs and MNCs in Caribbean Countries 

Cable and Wireless submitted three documents the day before the conference call and, due to the late submission, the group agreed that, given the short notice given for review of documents pertaining to this issue, the meeting would focus on an identification of and introduction to issues raised since the last IOC meeting and the contributions submitted.

Anne Cummins of AT&T wireless presented proposed changes in language to the IMSI Assignment and Management Guidelines and Procedures (IOC/03.04.08.03).

The group discussed the status of technical roaming issues between AT&T Wireless and C&W that were brought up at the last meeting.  The parties agreed to continue to work together to address the technical issues.

Frans Vandendries outlined C&W’s opposition to the proposed AT&T Wireless language adjustment, citing its continued concerns on using US HNIs in Caribbean countries (IOC/03.04.08.04-8).  C&W also brought up concerns over the possibility of IOC decisions affecting the regulatory process in the Caribbean.
Given these two perspectives, the group discussed the wording of the proposed AT&T Wireless language change and agreed to consider the following addition to “Section 5.0 – Assignment Principles”:

“The assignee may use the MSINs with US HNIs for assignment to their own subscribers in countries, as permitted by the laws and/or regulations of the respective country.”
Action: 1.   Anne Cummins will provide Forrest Wilhoit with proposed language for modification of IOC Guidelines to be placed in “5.0 Assignment Principles”.  Mr. Wilhoit will post the proposed change in the meeting notes and publish them on the IOC website.  Participants are invited to submit contributions to the proposed text by the next conference call, April 29.

2.   AT&T Wireless and Cable and Wireless will provide a status report on the resolution of technical roaming issues by 22 April.  The status report will be discussed during the 29 April IOC meeting
