3. Use of US MCCs and MNCs in Caribbean Countries 

AT&T Wireless submitted a letter to the IOC Secretariat the day of the meeting.  The letter, a joint report on the status of technical roaming issues between AT&T Wireless and Cable & Wireless was accepted as contribution IOC/04.04.29.05.
Following the discussion of the status of technical roaming issues the group turned to a discussion of AT&T’s proposed change to the IMSI Assignment and Management Guidelines and Procedures. The group agreed that more time was needed to review the AT&T contribution and to consider the impact of the proposed change, especially as they pertain to regulatory processes among Caribbean nations.
The group agreed that written concerns regarding the AT&T proposal would be submitted by May 28, 2004, and that the group would take up the issue again in the next meeting of the IOC.
4. Allocation of HNIs to US based ANSI-41 (CDMA) Carriers

The group considered a proposal by the CDMA Development Group (CDG) to adopt a change in the IOC Guidelines extending to ANSI-41 CDMA-based providers the same temporary accommodation being given to GSM-based providers in that they may request an MNC in the format XX0.  After discussion of the proposal, the group agreed to post revisions to the IOC Guidelines for comments on the IOC website and to discuss approval of the change at the next IOC meeting.
