3. Use of US MCCs and MNCs in Caribbean Countries 

The Chairman announced to the group that AT&T Wireless had withdrawn its contribution.  This announcement was confirmed by Anne Cummins.  The issue was tabled. 4. Allocation of HNIs to US based ANSI-41 (CDMA) Carriers

The group considered a proposal by the CDMA Development Group (CDG) to adopt a change in the IOC Guidelines extending to ANSI-41 CDMA-based providers the same temporary accommodation being given to GSM-based providers in that they may request an MNC in the format XX0.  After it was noted that the proposed changes had been posted to the IOC website for review in early May, the group approved the proposed changes by acclamation.
5. IFONE
As a matter of informing the group of an issue that may evolve, the Chairman related the substance of a conversation with the President of IFONE, a company that is in the process of developing a means to offer wireless telephone service to military personnel currently stationed in Afghanistan.  The chairman informed the group of IFONE’s technical approach and the possibility that IFONE will seek guidance in acquiring number resources from the IOC in the near future.  Members of the group expressed a desire to understand more about IFONE and Chairman Richenaker agreed to solicit information from IFONE regarding the following:

· Florida Incorporation information

· Evidence of a contract with the U.S. Military

· Evidence of a contract with a PSTN interconnect provider

· Proof of acquisition of frequency spectrum in Afghanistan (administered by U.S. military)

· A copy of a roaming agreement with T-Mobile  (Anna Miller agreed to assist in this)
