1. Call To Order

Chairman Gary Richenaker called the meeting to order at 4:02 pm

3.  GTA Wireless Appeal
Anne Walker, IMSI-A, presented the appeal received from GTA Wireless, whom had been denied a HNI due to its location in the US Territory of Guam.  Guam had received a MCC from the ITU for IMSI purposes and therefore operators originating in Guam were not eligible for US HNI assignation.
Gary Richenaker, IOC Chair, noted that the question to be considered was whether the US IMSI-A should administrate codes for operators in areas already assigned an MCC.

Anna Miller, T-Mobile, noted that Puerto Rico used the US 310 MCC, and was not aware that Guam had its own MCC, but that she was aware that Cingular used 310 within Puerto Rico.
Anne Walker, IMSI-A noted that previously she had advised Puerto Rico and Guam to assign their own HNI codes. 
Gary Richenaker, IOC Chair noted that Puerto Rico has its own MCC, and that Cingular uses the US MCC there because it is a US based carrier, and that once the HNI is assigned, that the IMSI-A did not know where they were being used.

Andrew Gayle, GTA, noted that a similar situation was spuring their argument for a US HNI.  Hafatel, a US based carrier was using the US MCC and HNI in the territory of Guam.  This have them roaming preference to US customers there.  GTA wireless was previously part of a government owned telephone authority, which had recently become privatized.  They had no knowledge that Guam had been assigned an MCC, because none of the other carriers use it.

Gary Richenaker, IOC Chair, noted that it was another issue that carriers were sing the US MCC without assignment.

Anne Walker, IMSI-A, noted that the US did share MNCs with the Caribbean at one time, and that during that period the carriers could have been erroneously assigned.

 Anna Miller, T-Mobile, noted that T-Mobile did not have any issue with the use of MCC 310 in the Caribbean, but since Guam a US territory they would favor some input from the US State Department.

 Gary Richenaker, IOC Chair noted that the regulatory authority in Guam needed to be involved. It would be possible to assign 310 codes to Guam but certain assurances needed to be in place including that no assignation of HNIs in the 535 MCC code be given in Guam, that MCC 535 be returned to the ITU.

Agreement Reached: GTA Wireless would be eligible to receive an IMSI code from the IMSI-A with a USA MCC should the following take place:

1. A letter from an authoritative body be sent to the IMSI-A conveying evidence that no IMSI codes have been assigned by any authoritative body in the U.S. Territory of Guam or are being used by wireless carriers in Guam and requesting the administration and assignment of IMSI codes to wireless carriers in Guam to be carried out by the IMSI-A.

2. Immediate steps be taken to return the 535 MCC assigned to the U.S. Territory of Guam to the ITU through proper return procedures (E212) and evidence of such be conveyed to the IMSI-A.

Andrew Gayle, GTA, noted that the essential FCC equivalent in Guam was the Guam Regulatory Commission. 

Anne Walker, IMSI-A, inquired as to whether the FCC gave CMRS licenses to operators in Guam.

Andrew Gaye, GTA answered affirmatively that the FCC did issue CMRS licenses to operators in Guam.  GTA would follow up with the Guam Regulatory Commission to receive notice that no use of MCC 535 had taken place, and to return the MCC via E.212 procedures to the ITU.

Steve Clarke, GTA inquired as to the timeline for the HNI assignment to take place upon completion of the agreed upon steps.
Gary Richenaker, IOC Chair, noted that once the proof of FCC CMRS certification was obtained, and notice that the 535 MCC was in the process of return, that the Guam operators would be eligible for assignment.

Tim Jeffries, ATIS asked that the letter sent from the Guam Regulatory Commission also state that they recognize the IOC as the authority from which they would receive MCC and HNI codes.
Anne Walker, IMSI-A responded that the HNI assignment process runs itself, and that the IOC met as an ad-hoc group.

Anna Miller, T-Mobile, agreed that the IOC was an ad-hoc meeting.

Tim Jeffries, ATIS, inquired as to whether any enforcement of HNI code use could take place.

Anne Walker responded that there would need to be an Issue/Appeal for a given instance of misuse.

Gary Richenaker, IOC Chair, noted that the misuse of HNI codes had been discussed previously and that it was not within the IMSI assignment Guidelines to enforce misuse, it was an ITU issue.
