Meeting Summary  
1. Call To Order

Gary Richenaker, IOC Chair, called the meeting to order at 3:12 pm and thanked all participants for joining.

2. Introductions

All participants took the opportunity to introduce themselves.  Participants were:

3.  Review of Agenda (IOC-06-08-30-01)
Gary Richenaker, IOC Chair, noting the absence of MVNO operators on the call to present Issue IOC-06-08-30-03, proposed a change to the Agenda to allow the presentation of Issue IOC-06-08-30-04 by ATIS first in anticipation of any of the representatives from WSI joining the call.

No objections were made to the proposed revision to the Agenda.  No further changes were proposed and the Agenda was accepted as modified.

4. Review of Meeting Summaries from August 25, 2005 (IOC-05-08-25-02) and February 10, 2006 (IOC-06-02-10-04) Meetings

Gary Richenaker, IOC Chair, noted that the request had been made by the IOC Secretariat to formally approve the meeting minutes from the August 25, 2005, as well as the February 10, 2006 meetings as a matter of administrative housekeeping that needed attending. 

No objections were made to the content of either IOC-05-08-25-02 or IOC-06-02-10-04.  Meeting Summaries IOC-05-08-25-02 and IOC-06-02-10-04 were accepted as written by the IOC Secretariat.  

5. Review of IOC Issue IOC-06-08-30-04 Revisions to the IMSI Guidelines

Tom Goode, ATIS General Counsel, presented the Issue IOC-06-08-30-04 containing revisions to the IMSI Guidelines as proposed by ATIS. The revisions were proposed in response to concerns of the ATIS Board of Directors and Executive Committee.  ATIS, as a whole, has over the past year revised its overarching Operating Procedures which are used for all of its forums and committees.  The ATIS Board of Directors and Executive Committee had raised concern that the IOC’s management guidelines did not provide for its operation within the ATIS Operating Procedures.  In revising the IMSI Guidelines to align the IOC’s operation with the ATIS Operating Procedures, care had been taken not to change the way in which the IMSI-A administered the HNI codes.  The substantial portion of the revisions took place in the Annex B, the IOC’s guidelines.
The proposed changes, as well as a section-by-section explanation of the substantive changes had been posted on the IOC website prior to the meeting.

The IOC members present at the meeting reviewed the proposed changes and the floor was opened to any questions or concerns to be raised to ATIS about the revisions.  No comments or questions were made.

Gary Richenaker, IOC Chair, asked those present whether any of the changes to the IMSI Guidelines and Annex A were objectionable.  No objections were made.

Gary Richenaker, IOC Chair, raised the question to the IOC of whether any of the changes made to Annex B the IOC Guidelines were objectionable.  No objections were made.

Gary Richenaker, IOC Chair, raised the question to the IOC of whether any of the changes made to the IMSI Guidelines were objectionable.  

Gary Richenaker, Telcordia, noted that the address for Anne Walker, the IMSI-A at Telcordia had changed and should be reflected in the Annex C.

Martha Ciske, IOC Secretariat, accepted the action of changing the address of the IMSI-A in Annex C. No objections were made.  

A participant queried the next steps for the publication of the revised IMSI Guidelines.

Martha Ciske, IOC Secretariat, noted that the revisions proposed by ATIS and the change of the address for the IMSI-A would be completed and posted to the IOC website at which time they will become effective.

ACTION:  The IOC Secretariat will accept the changes proposed by ATIS and the address change for the IMSI-A into a new version of the IMSI Guidelines.

ACTION: The IOC Secretariat will publish the revised IMSI Guidelines to the IOC website and send a copy via email to the IMSI-A.
ACTION: Upon publication of the IMSI Guidelines to the IOC website, the IOC Secretariat will notify the IOC email list noting their presence and immediate effect.

6. Review of IOC-06-08-30-03- MVNO Proposed Revisions to IMSI Guidelines

Gary Richenaker, IOC Chair, noting the absence of the Issue proponents, opened the floor for discussion of the Issue IOC-06-08-30-03.

Anne Walker, IMSI-A, recalled the decision of the IOC at the February 10, 2006 meeting to allow the administration of HNI codes to MVNOs should an acceptable revision to the guidelines be made to administrate codes to MVNOs in a similar manner to regular wireless operators.

A participant noted that he was concerned with the use of the US MCCs for MVNO use, feeling that the MVNO operators should use that portion of the IMSI code from the wireless host from which they operate.  The participant was unsure of the use of a HNI by an MVNO since they do not have HLRs.

Gary Richenaker, IOC Chair, proposed that the IOC consider the Issue IOC-06-08-30-03 in a bifurcated manner.  First, was this text acceptable? And secondly, where should the text be inserted in the IMSI Guidelines should it be acceptable? Also for the purposes of the meeting, did the IOC feel that it had attained a level of quorum or representation to validly consider the issue.

A participant noted that she understood the need for the use of HNI codes by MVNOs for billing purposes and that it may be useful to gather the opinion of the GSM billing group for North America for its opinion.

A participant queried whether the applicants, as GSM operators, could use any MNC or whether they needed a code ending in 0.

A participant queried whether the use of MNCs ending in 0 by MVNOs would affect the IMSI resource and cause the issue of running out of numbers as the resource had in years past.

Anne Walker, IMSI-A, responded that the guidelines dictated that as possible the resource was to be administrated in sequential order.  However reclaimed and returned codes can be used on an as-needed basis. The rate of use by MVNOs is unforeseen at this time.

A participant noted support of the previous statement that the GSMA should be contacted for its opinion on the use of membership in their association as a benchmark for the administration of the IMSI resource.
A participant noted that membership in the GSMA validates that they are a GSM operator.  In order to be a member, the operator must enter into a MoU with the GSMA agreeing to operate in accordance with its guidelines.  The participant was not aware of whether membership in the GSMA was revoked for reasons other than violation of covenants, but did not know of any instances where that had occurred.

Anne Walker, IMSI-A, noted that the IMSI-A did not did not generally, once a code had been administered and deployed, actively pursue information on that carrier’s operations. 

A participant noted that should the MVNOs not operate within the GSMA covenants, the IOC would likely be able to know of that cessation of operation through the process of billing for the HNI maintenance fee, in the same way the billing for that fee noted changes in any carriers network operation. 
Gary Richenaker, IOC Chair, noted the willingness of Anna Miller, T-Mobile, to relay the contents of the IOC Issue 06-08-30-03 to the GSMA North American Billing and Roaming Group (BARG) and suggested the date of September 15, 2006 as a response date.
ACTION: Anna Miller, T-Mobile, will relay the contents of the IOC Issue 06-08-30-03 to the GSMA North American Billing and Roaming Group (BARG).  The response of the NA BARG will be relayed back to the IOC by September 15, 2006. The need for further deliberation time will also be relayed to the IOC.

Gary Richenaker, IOC Chair, proposed that a next meeting be set for October 3rd in order for the IOC to review the comments returned by the NA BARG and also to provide an instance in which additional carriers and MVNOs could be present to debate the issue. 

The participants agreed to the meeting date.

Gary Richenaker, IOC Chair, proposed that for the next meeting the IOC also consider the following:

1. The placement of the text for MVNO assessment in the IMSI Guidelines.  -Telcordia felt that it most appropriately belonged in a new section 6.4.
2. The means for the IOC to assess quorum and/or means of fair industry representation for the acceptance of further revisions to the IMSI Guidelines.

7. Review Agreements/Action Items
ACTION:  The IOC Secretariat will accept the changes proposed by ATIS and the address change for the IMSI-A into a new version of the IMSI Guidelines.

ACTION: The IOC Secretariat will publish the revised IMSI Guidelines to the IOC website and send a copy via email to the IMSI-A.

ACTION: Upon publication of the IMSI Guidelines to the IOC website, the IOC Secretariat will notify the IOC email list noting their presence and immediate effect.

ACTION: Anna Miller, T-Mobile will relay the contents of the IOC Issue 06-08-30-03 to the GSMA North American Billing and Roaming Group (BARG).  The response of the NA BARG will be relayed back to the IOC by September 15, 2006. The need for further deliberation time will also be relayed to the IOC.
