8. It was agreed that the revised language for the “Current Application Language” would be updated in the IMSI Guidelines to state the following when IOC/09.10.19.04 closes:

Current Application Language with revisions:

General description of the service to be provided, including area of service, and whether GSM-based or ANSI-41 CDMA-based service thatrequires the issuance of an MNC in the format XX0.  If an MNC not in the XX0 format (i.e. a 3-digit MNC)  can be used it must be specifically requested in this section.

11. It was agreed to close IOC/09.10.19.04: Remove or modify Addendum 1 with the following resolution statement:
The following changes to the IMSI Assignment Guidelines were made: 

Annex C Form A revised as follows:

General description of the service to be provided, including area of service, and whether GSM-based or ANSI-41 CDMA-based service thatrequires the issuance of an MNC in the format XX0.  If an MNC not in the XX0 format (i.e. a 3-digit MNC)  can be used it must be specifically requested in this section.
Addendum 1 revised as follows:

Currently GSM-based and ANSI-41 CDMA-based wireless public networks can handle only 2-digit MNCs. This limitation can be accommodated, until such time as GSM-based and ANSI-41 CDMA-based wireless public networks are modified to support 3-digit MNCs, through the following temporary assignment guideline:

•
Until the GSM-based and ANSI-41 CDMA-based industries, via a decision of ATIS IOC, indicate full readiness for support of 3-digit MNC:
· MNC codes in the format XX0, where X equals any of the decimal digits 0 through 9, are reserved for assignment to CMRS license holders choosing to deploy GSM-based or ANSI-41 CDMA-based technology.  When a licensee meeting this requirement requests a code assignment and does not specify a 3-digit MNC, the next such code in numerical sequence will be assigned.  Such codes from the next consecutive MCC should not be assigned until all such codes from the preceding MCC have been assigned.
· Notwithstanding the above, any licensee may explicitly request a 3-digit MNC. This can be assigned from any unassigned code in any block of 10 consecutive codes from which a 2-digit MNC has not already been assigned.
· After the industry, via ATIS IOC, indicates full readiness for support of 3-digit MNC:

2-digit MNC codes will no longer be assigned to GSM-based or ANSI-41 CDMA-based wireless public networks. All assignments will be 3-digit MNC codes and can be made from blocks containing a previous 2-digit MNC code assignment.

Paul Anderson will make the agreed to updates to the IMSI assignment guidelines in conjunction with the closure of IOC/09.10.19.04: Remove or modify Addendum 1, post the revised guidelines to the IOC website, and notify the IOC of a 30 commenting and review period. For the complete IOC issue closure process, please review the IOC OP, Section 6.3.7.

13. Participants discussed the request from vendors at the previous meeting to make IMSI assignment MCC, MNC and assignee company name data available to the public on the website.

14. It was noted that updates could be made to the website to make such data available.

15. Participants noted their companies did not object to making MCC, MNC and assignee company name data available to the public via the IMSI A website.

16. It was noted that the IMSI A has not been tasked with updating data for use in the ITU Operational Bulletin, and that currently, that data is out of date.

17. It was asked if a member of the public requests designated information from the IMSI A prior to the website being updated, could the IMSI A provide that information to the requester.

Agreements: 

18. It was agreed to publicly post the MCC, MNC and assignee company name data to the IMSI public website.

19. It was agreed that prior to the website update, the IMSI A may provide MCC, MNC and assignee company name data to companies upon request.

Action Item: 

20. IMSI A will look to make the agreed to change to the IMSI website, which will likely occur sometime toward the middle of January, and will send a notification to the IOC exploder list when the update has been completed.
