3.  Issue/Appeal Statement:  With the desire by public safety for a single (or very few) MNCs for the nationwide 700 mHZ public safety network, there is a need to develop a procedure for the IMSI-A to either assign to a party on behalf of public safety, or to designate for use by public safety one or more MNCs and to address assignee responsibilities and maintenance issues for the MNC.  May need to address permission to sub-assign or to publish sub-assignments and return/reclamation/audit issues that may or may not be similar to regular assignment and use of MNC. 6.  IOC Resolution: 
 
 The IOC agreed to resolve this issue by creating a new Annex to the IMSI Administration Guidelines, “Annex D—IMSI Resource Assignment For Public Safety”:


ANNEX D—IMSI RESOURCE ASSIGNMENT FOR PUBLIC SAFETY
 
1. The IMSI Administrator (IMSI-A) will assign  a single, common Home Network Identifier (HNI) for use by all Federal Communications Commission (FCC) authorized 700 MHz public safety broadband network operators[footnoteRef:1] from a range of HNIs designated by the Alliance for Telecommunications Industry Solutions IMSI Oversight Committee (ATIS IOC).  [1:  Order DA 12-25 in the Matter Of  PS 06-229 Requests for Waiver of Various Petitioners to Allow the Establishment of 700 MHz Interoperable Public Safety Wireless Broadband Networks; January 9, 2012.] 



2. In addition to the allocation of the single public safety HNI in Section 1, the IMSI-A is authorized to set aside a range of HNIs for use by public safety (as needed).

An HNI range will be reserved for a period of 12 months and will be returned to the HNI pool unless:
a. The reservation period is extended by the ATIS IOC, or
b. The HNIs are put into use and it is determined not to make new reservations by the ATIS IOC, or
c. The IMSI resources assigned to the United States are projected to exhaust in 36 months.


3. For record keeping and approval purposes per FCC Order, only FCC authorized 700 MHz public safety network operator(s) may apply for the use of the single HNI, and will do so by using Form A of Annex C filled out via the IMSI Administration Website www.imsiadmin.com:
a. The public safety network operator will select Public Network Operator as the type of entity requesting use of the public safety HNI;
b. The applicant will provide a statement in the “If applicant determines that no authorization is required, State reason” box that it is an authorized user of the 700 MHz public safety network and will provide documented authorization for use of the HNI to the IMSI-A (e.g., a copy of or link to a Waiver Order) in lieu of providing a wireless license.
c. Contact information on the form must be provided for the use of the HNI by the public safety network.  
d. No application fee will be required for use of the public safety HNI.
e. Fees for the ongoing maintenance of the public safety HNI are waived.
f. The entity that submits the application is responsible for the HNI assignee responsibilities per section 7.3 of the IMSI Guidelines, including the assurance that IMSI station ID assignments are made in accordance with the guidelines for such assignments and ensuring that conflicting assignments are not made with another authorized user of the HNI(s) assigned for public safety use.
g. The entity that submits the application is responsible for maintaining the contact information associated with its use of the HNI.  Since there is no ongoing maintenance payment for the use of the HNI, unlike with other MNC use, there will be no ongoing activity by the IMSI-A or ATIS to independently maintain updated contact information for billing purposes.
h. The entity that submits the application is responsible for its use of the HNI in accordance with the guidelines as appropriate.
