
Outline of Draft Recommendation to FCC

2. Review of reasons for single assignment (with reservations for future growth)
a. Single assignment shows single public safety network
b. Single assignment simplifies roaming and translations
c. Industry broadly supports single assignment
3. Public Safety Industry has plans to assure single assignment is feasible
a. Sub-assignment will be made and managed so separate jurisdictions within the public safety network will be distinguishable
b. Public safety industry will acquire a 3rd party to manage sub-assignments and assure proper use of the MNC and fulfill the responsibilities of the MNC assignee within the IMSI Administration Guidelines including return and audit sections.	Comment by Telcordia Technologies - ACN: Subject to agreement via new Issue.
c. Public safety has plans to assure the ability to roam to the public networks on the basis of either the 3-digit MNC for all of public safety or on a sub-assignment basis for jurisdictional/sub-assignee based roaming.	Comment by Telcordia Technologies - ACN: Roaming with the public network is a current assignment requirement.  Subject to change with new issue?  
d. Public safety will assure an effective transition of use of the MNC(s) from waivered networks to the national LTE network via the use of sub-assignments or a very few unique MNCs.
e. Publication of assignments/sub-assignments?
4. Recommendation 
a. The IOC recommends that the FCC allow the IOC to direct the IMSI-A to designate or assign (in accordance with the revised guidelines in the new issue) one MNC for use by the waiver recipients.
b. The IOC recommends that the FCC allow public safety to designate an entity to manage the MNC(s) on behalf of the public safety industry and make that entity responsible for the application and maintenance of the MNCs for public safety, including payments necessary under the IOC Operating Procedures.	Comment by Telcordia Technologies - ACN: Both of these subject to discussion of the new issue on the procedures.
c. The IOC recommends that the FCC allow the IOC to direct the IMSI-A to designate an MNC for waiver recipient use pending the designation of an entity above.  And direct the entity once designated to apply for and comply with the guideline provisions for the MNC assignment.
