REVIEW AND APPROVAL OF THE AGENDA

2. Adam Newman (IOC Chair) reviewed the issue IOC-11-12-19.03: “Add an Addendum or Language to IMSI Administration Guidelines to Allow for an MNC to be designated/assigned to Public Safety network for sub-assignments by public safety” which was introduced at the previous meeting.
3. Andrew Thiessen (PSCR) reviewed contribution IOC-12-01-03.02: Revised Annex--IMSI Resource Assignment for Public Safety.

4. It was noted that the FCC is going to make a ruling on their issuing of a PLMN ID in the near future, but it is not known exactly when this will occur. Participants noted that the IOC should continue to work this contribution in hopes of providing information to the FCC and others.

5. It was noted that management of subassignment will be the topic for investigation, rather than whether or not the FCC will favor a single PLMN ID for public safety (this is the assumed outcome). However, it was noted that the IOC will not become a manager of subassignment.

6. It was noted that the question remains whether the IMSI-A should be involved in the approval process for a public safety operator to use a designated HNI.
7. It was suggested that the IOC should decide who will have the HNI assignment responsibilities, per section 7.3 of the Guidelines. However, it was also suggested that the IOC might simply acknowledge that there will be some entity with those responsibilities, without identifying which entity.

8. Participants discussed the respective benefits of Paths A and B as listed in the contribution. It was noted that Path B is the most straightforward path, but it has a disadvantage: if one of the networks that applies for the PLMN-ID misuses it, it cannot be worked with separately by the IMSI-A to fix any issues. Instead, all such work would have to go through the other entity in charge of subassignment.
9. Participants made edits to the contributions, which were saved as IOC-12-01-03.03.

10. It was noted that participants generally support Path B.

11. It was asked whether a designated HNI would be available before a responsible entity were identified, and it was responded that it would probably require that assignee responsibilities and waiver of liability issues be somehow addressed first. 

12. It was noted that if the intent is for an entity to be identified before this language is approved, then there might not be a need for this contribution. In response, it was noted that an entity would not necessarily need to be identified in advance.

13. It was noted that under Path A, a separate entity would not have be identified.

14. It was noted that liability waiver occurs upon the assignment of an IMSI. It was suggested that text could be added to the Guidelines waiving the IMSI-A of responsibility, and it was responded that this might be sufficient, but it was not known at the time.

15. It was suggested that someone should reach out to the DHS OEC to see if it is willing to be considered as the responsible entity, either in the interim or permanently.
