3. Adam Newman (IOC Chair) reviewed the correspondence IOC-12-01-17.02 and IOC-12-01-17.03. He noted that the FCC order was released on 1/9/12, and Mr. Newman used the order in crafting contribution IOC-12-01-17.04. He noted that the order directs the use of a single MNC for the 700 MHz public safety broadband spectrum. 
4. Mr. Newman reviewed the letter. A participant asked who would have the HNI assignee responsibilities, per section 7.3 of the IMSI Guidelines--will it be the public safety operator designated by the FCC, or will it be a designated common administrator? It was responded that contribution IOC-12-01-17.04 addresses this question somewhat: applicants would have responsibility for their use of the MNC, in accordance with the Guidelines. It was noted that this will be discussed further during issue discussion. 
ISSUE DISCUSSION

· IOC-12-01-17.04: Revised Annex--IMSI Resource Assignment for Public Safety

Points Noted:
5. Mr. Newman reviewed the contribution IOC-12-01-17.04. He noted that the contribution suggests that the IMSI-A would assign a single common HNI for use by all FCC-authorized 700 MHz public safety broadband network operators from a range of MNCs designated by the IOC. It was noted that if public safety were to determine that it needed more than one HNI, there should be a provision for it to use more than one without the need for new statutes or regulations.
6. Participants reviewed the contribution and made edits.

7. It was noted that this Annex is written so that someone without a second source of information will be able to follow its instructions.

8. It was noted that there is now active use of MCC 310, 311, and 312.

9. It was noted that the IOC still has to designate a range of MNCs for public safety. It was noted, however, that the IOC could move to close the issue IOC-11-12-19.03 (Add an Addendum or Language to IMSI Administration Guidelines to Allow for an MNC to be designated/ assigned to Public Safety network for sub-assignments by public safety) before choosing an MCC and a range of MNCs.

10. It was asked whether public safety could use the 3-position of the MCC, and it was responded that they could. However, it was noted that a roaming partner (2G networks) might not be able to.

11. It was asked whether to reserve the range from 313-100 through 313-199 for public safety. There were no objections. It was noted that there are multiple ways for an HNI to be reclaimed.

12. It was agreed to reserve the range from 313-100 through 313-199 for public safety.

13. It was asked whether the IOC should direct the IMSI-A to assign the range 313-100 to 313-199 for use by the 700 MHz public safety broadband spectrum in accordance with the new Annex D to the Guidelines. There were no objections.
