7. Mr. Newman (Chair) discussed the implementation of IOC-11-12-19.03 (Add an Addendum or Language to IMSI Administration Guidelines to Allow for an MNC to be designated/assigned to Public Safety network for sub-assignments by public safety).
8. It was discussed how to implement applications via Annex D in a manner that does not result in automatic publication of assignee details.

9. It was discussed how to label the various MNCs (as “reserved” for public safety, or other terminology). It was suggested that on the main site, 313-100 will be labeled as “assigned” to public safety, and the higher ranges will be labeled as “reserved” for public safety. There were no objections to this course of action.
Agreement Reached:

10. It was agreed that the IMSI-A will develop a separate link for Annex D applications from public safety.
11. It was agreed that the IMSI-A will publish to the Assignment website the assignment of 313-100 and the “reserved” status for the remaining MNCs through 313-199 for public safety.
Points Noted: 

12. It was noted that parties may conduct some external tests when applications are ready, though it is expected that the system should be ready by late February or early March. If there is a PSAP application after the Guidelines are approved but before the system is ready, it will be handled manually.

13. Participants expressed appreciation to the IOC and IMSI-A for the implementation of this system.
