ESIF ECDR Conference Call

August 22, 2007 12:30 p.m. ET
Notes
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Tom Hicks, ECDR SC Chair, began the meeting at 12:37 p.m. ET.  

Tom began by explaining ESIF Issue 059 to the participants.  He reminded participants of the commitments made at ESIF-22 in Issaquah to submit contributions toward Issue 59.  

Mr. Hicks asked the wireless providers if they’ve had the opportunity to check with their staff about how they go about allocation and determining number of pANIs.  He asked that any progress made by ECDR participants be submitted to the ATIS committee administrator.

ACTION ITEM
Natalie McNamer will ask Tim Dunn if progress has been made in work on Issue 59.

It was suggested that the ESRD be documented as allocating one pANI for each sector-PSAP combination.  It was noted that the forms that will be used by the pANI Administrator does not differentiate between ESRK and ESRD applications.  

Discussion was had on how to determine trunk quantities and that determining pANI resource adequacy might need to be tempered by whether wireless trunking is segregated from wireline trunking to the PSAP.  It was suggested that it would be difficult to determine ample pANI resource needs without analyzing actual call volumes.

TCS noted that they do monitor call volume to ensure ample quantities of pANIs are available, but their focus is on ensuring they have a enough resources and not on determining whether too many have been allocated.  Comments of other participants confirmed this approach is consistent with other provider performance..  

It was suggested that 5 ESRKs be assigned per PSAP until it is determined to be inadequate..  It was also suggested that ESRKs be allocated in the same fashion as ESQKs, perhaps adopting the same model previously defined for VoIP pANI Allocation by ATIS-ESIF last year.
ACTION ITEM

Andrew Davis, ATIS CA, will distribute the correspondence on ESIF Issue 47 Guidance on ESqK Allocation Quantities, sent June 2006, and these minutes, to the ECDR subcommittee.

Tom Hicks suggested a call be set up for September 25, 2007.  The goal was to wrap up this Issue by the next ESIF meeting on October 24, 2007.

ACTION ITEM

Andrew Davis will arrange a virtual meeting and bridge for 3:00 p.m. on September 25, 2007 and notify the ECDR SC.

ECDR subcommittee members should be prepared to participate and suggest edits to the VoIP pANI Allocation Model to adapt the model for ESRK/ESRD applications. But there may need to be specific consideration where multiple MSC switches are serving the same PSAP, or for special State or PSAP reuse expectations.
