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Abstract:

For the benefit of baseline document production, and based upon the ESMI baseline document.  This contribution is a list summary of the use cases for the invocation of ENEN Messaging.  It is intended as a general discussion document to assist in the creation of the ENEN baseline document.
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Generalized ideas on when the ENEN (A3) interface will be used:
1. RG needs to query another RGs external to its own ESNet for a message, e.g., EEComplete
a. One ESNet may have information for another ESNet, e.g., notes to be transferred from one PSAP to another.

b. CESE/RG communication with ALI systems which may be available on another ESNet.

2. RG has received messages from CESE on its ESNet that are destined for another CESE on another ESNet

a. Have ESNet Namespace needs to support and accommodate ESNet level addressing.

b. An RG needs to send message to an RG on another ESNet, e.g., a message from a CESE on ESNet1 to RG on ESNet2
3. CESE is looking for event status on an event on another ESNet

4. CESE accessing an event on another ESNet

5. CESE requesting event status from RG available on another ESNet

6. CESE requesting event activity report from ESNet where information is available on another ESNet.
a. Active

b. Historical

7. RG requesting status of another RG/CESE on another ESNet.

8. Are you alive (as opposed to “heartbeat) message between ESNets

9. RG Acquiescence between ESNets 
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
