Background
 

ESIF has a number of open issues being worked in Subcommittees B and C on PSAP callback to all wireless and mobile phones.  NENA TC created the E911M Joint WG under the WTC and NTC to develop a Technical Information Document (TID) with a recommendation to address these issues.  Attached is the latest Draft 3 of this TID.  It is scheduled for completion by March 20 for review by the WTC.  Your response by that date would be appreciated.

Suggest you focus on the standards requirements in section 2 to answer the question on consistency with TF34 documents.  While illustrations in the TID seem to be based on 2nd generation wireless mobility protocols, E911M is actually independent of originating network protocol and is expected to be adopted for 9-1-1 calls with VoIP over wired or wireless access networks.
