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Abstract:
The EEUpdate message allows the submitter to specify the service type, attributes and status of a service in sending in the update request.  This should not be allowed. Only the service ID should be allowed.  The CESE should be allowed to pick which instance of a service to select for the request.
Recommendation:
Remove service type and service attribute from EEUpdate in Section 8.3.7.2
