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Abstract:

In the September 28th meeting of TF-34, there was discussion regarding two requirements to document the failure conditions of notification messages: 1) a message that the CESE was not expecting was received, and 2) a valid message was received but the CESE could not process it. Below are contributions for those two requirements.
Recommendation:
ESMI.NOTIFICATION.0500-0100
The CESE shall have the capability to notify the RG that it received a notification message that it should not have received.
· This may be the case that the CESE has received a message which it does not support. This could be because of an administrative error where there is a mismatch between the CESE and the ESNet regarding supported services.
ESMI.NOTIFICATION.0600-0100
The CESE shall have the capability to notify the RG that a valid notification message was not deliverable. 

· The CESE may have an issue with receiving and propagating a valid notification message to the user or in some other manner cannot process a valid message. 
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
