ATIS HAC Incubator Status Report Template

The Status Report on Hearing Aid Compatibility form and the instructions below are intended to reflect the most recent FCC hearing aid compatibility requirements, which became effective June 7, 2008.  Pursuant to the new requirements, the FCC changed the reporting time period to the following:

· By January 15, 2009, manufacturers and service providers are to file their initial reports under the new rules.  The initial report will only need to include information for compliant and non-compliant handset models offered the previous six months (i.e., beginning July 2008).

· Thereafter, reports will be filed annually beginning July 15, 2009, for manufacturers and January 15, 2010, for service providers.

ATIS strongly recommends that those completing the form seek appropriate legal guidance before submitting information to the FCC.  These instructions are not intended as a substitute for that legal guidance.
Section 1.  Company Information.  Please include: (a) the company name; (b) contact person’s name; (c-f) the company’s complete address; (g-i) the contact person’s, telephone, fax  and e-mail; and (j) if applicable, the company’s website address (URL) for HAC devices.  Also, please check whether your company is a service provider or device manufacturer in the space provided. 

Section 2.  Phone Model Information.  Include in this section information pertaining to:  

a. Compliant Phone Models.  For HAC wireless devices, complete the table with the following information: 

· For the “Model Name/#” column, note models of wireless devices that are marketed in the US as of July 1, 2008.  This information can be obtained either by looking at the total number of models offered on your company website or from your company’s marketing department. 

· For the “FCC ID” column, note the FCC identification number that applies to the marketing model.  This information can be obtained from the company regulatory/compliance department or from the FCC website.  If the model has an “HC” grant code from the FCC, the FCC ID that received the grant is the number for this column.

· For the “Covered Band(s)” column, list one or more of the following, with multiple numbers separated by a “/” sign:

· 800 or 850 MHz (denotes devices transmitting between 806 and 849 MHz)

· 900 MHz  (denotes devices transmitting between 896 and 901 MHz)

· 1900 MHz  (denotes devices transmitting between 1850 and 1910 MHz)

Please use only these numbers in this column.

· For the “Air Interface(s)” column, list one or more of the following, with multiple acronyms separated by a “/” sign:

· CDMA

· GSM

· iDEN

· TDMA

· WCDMA

Please use only these acronyms in this column.

· For the “ANSI C63.19 Rating” column, list one or more of the following, with multiple numbers separated by a “/” sign:

· M3

· M4

· T3

· T4

Please use only these acronyms in this column.

· For the “ANSI C63.19 Ver. Used & Date Tested” column, list one of the following:
· 2006
· 2007

Please use only one of these years in this column.  The information in this column must be provided only by device manufacturers.
· For the “Months Available” column, note the month in which the model was available since the most recent report.

· For the “Level of Functionality Classification” column, describe the levels of functionality into which compliant phones fall and an explanation of the service provider’s methodology for determining levels of functionality.  The FCC requires this information to ensure that hearing aid users can select from a variety of compliant handset models with varying features and prices. The information in this column must be provided only by service providers.
