	August 17, 2006

	July 20, 2006

	Agreement Reached: The November 17, 2006 status report is a six month status report.  Reports will occur annually thereafter.

	June 6, 2006

	Agreement Reached: WG6 consumer brochure complete is complete following edits by Martha Ciske and Steve Coston.

	Agreement Reached: Discussion for a possible web presentation or video for consumers on how to use a t-coil are on hold until the GA Tech Wireless RERC is contacted.

	Agreement Reached: When performing C63.19 section 6.3.2.1 and other relevant sections time averaging should be used with an artificial speech based signal when setting the input reference level. The averaging period needs to be adequate to cover the signal period and the averaging method should be the same for setting the reference level and performing the measurement.

	Agreement Reached: When performing C63.19 section 6.4 and other relevant sections some calculation is always going to be required if a broadband signal is used, but the calculation can be limited to a 1kHz amplitude correction if special techniques’ are utilized.

	Agreement reached: When performing C63.19 sections 6.3 & 6.4 no CW signal should be used for CDMA or GSM devices for ABM1.

	Agreement reached: When performing C63.19 sections 6.3 & 6.4, the same vocoder rate that is used in section 4. 4.2.2.1 should be used during the measurement.

	Agreement Reached: Equipment Manufacturer’s validation procedure should be followed to demonstrate the measurement systems are implementing the procedure correctly when measuring ABM1 and ABM2.

	Agreement Reached: Utilize the Equipment Manufacturers base station simulator calibration procedures when determining the reference input level.

	April 26, 2006

	Agreement Reached:  The ABM2 measurement bandwidth is between 100 Hz and 10kHz.

	Agreement Reached: Existing TCB certified labs should be used to conduct all HAC measurements and compliance testing for wireless devices.

	Agreement Reached: C63.19 Version 3.12 will be used going forward for the testing and compliance measurements for RF and T-Coil.

	Agreement Reached: The reference to "model" in the FCC R&O refers to the marketing ID of a wireless device as it would be represented in the service provider’s store. (i.e. V60i and V60s are two separate models).

	Agreement Reached: The reference to "air interface" noted in the FCC R&O refers to wireless technologies - CDMA, GSM, iDEN, TDMA, UMTS, or WCDMA.

	Agreement Reached: The Incubator will participate in the Audiology online to provide online training and educational materials with respect to HAC, and provide support to Gallaudet for the training to happen.

	Agreement Reached: HAC-compliant GSM 850 MHz devices that qualified as HAC-compliant under the Petitions for Waiver filed pursuant to the Commission’s MO&O are HAC-compliant under rd 3.12 of the C63.19 Standard.

	March 17, 2006

	Agreement Reached: The previously approved Manual Insert language will be posted without modification for use with T rated wireless devices.

	Agreement Reached:  Incubator understands that the amendment to 3.12 will not go into effect until after the Sept 16, 2006 telecoil compatibility deadline.

	January 27, 2006

	Agreement Reached: For additional testing taking place in February 2006, the HLAA convention participants agreed to pay the associated costs.

	Agreement Reached: WG9 is now retired, but not closed for reactivation.

	December 7, 2005

	October 31, 2005

	Agreement Reached:  The C63.19 rd 3.8 represents the accurate band differentiation and the Incubator and consumers support the balloting of the rd 3.8.

	October 5, 2005

	Agreement Reached: The open letters were approved letters with pending changes by the Management Team.

	Agreement Reached: The Incubator approved the CTIA/ATIS release of the open letters and brochures created by WG6. 

	August 23, 2005

	June 23, 2005

	May 11, 2005

	Agreement Reached: a working group, WG9 is approved to address the issues for GSM and other interfaces which occur at higher power output and lower band frequency use.

	Agreement Reached: The name/title of WG9 is 850 Megahertz and Higher Power Challenges.

	Agreement Reached: There will be WG9 co-chairs of a manufacturer and a carrier.

	Agreement Reached: Jim Turner will facilitate the manufacturers meeting and the second meeting will be the place where the co-chairs will be elected.

	Agreement Reached: The first meeting of WG9 will be manufacturers only.

	March 29, 2005

	February 17, 2005

	January 28, 2005

	Agreement Reached: It was agreed to generate a separate new working group (“Assessment for Sensitivities for Modulation Factors”) to review ways in which to quantify an articulation weighting factor based on the CISPR. It was agreed to induct Al Wieczorek, Motorola, as the Chair.

	Agreement Reached: It was agreed that at HAC’s role in the convention should primarily be educational in nature (i.e., present a status report on the C63.19 Standard).

	November 9, 2004

	Agreement Reached: The objective of wg8 is to continue the practice initially used in the 2001 version of C63.19.


	Agreement Reached: Emerging technologies such as AWF, UMTS, Wideband, WCDA, will be given an AWF of zero as a default.

	October 6, 2004

	Agreement Reached: The incubator approved the brochure designed by CTIA for the CTIA show later this month.

	Agreement Reached: The two agreements previously accepted over the hac-members list serve during the fall of 2003 were accepted (contribution -04).

	Agreement Reached: The reference to "air interface" noted in the FCC R&O refers to wireless technologies - CDMA, GSM, iDEN, or TDMA.

	Agreement Reached: The reference to "model" noted in the FCC R&O refers to the marketing ID of wireless mobile product as it would be represented in the Service Providers (Carriers) Store. (e.g., V60g, V60i, V60s, V60p are four different models) 

	Agreement Reached: Mary Jones will chair WG-7: Timeline Working Group

	August 24, 2004

	Agreement Reached: The incubator agreed to the filing method presented by Steve Coston.  See appendix J of HACTS for details.

	July 1, 2004

	Agreement Reached: The incubator will work with the FCC to encourage them to be actively involved in the activities of WG-4.

	May 4, 2004

	Agreement Reached: The incubator will monitor the FCC Rulemaking process and consider that process as it relates to the output of the incubator.

	March 9, 2004

	Agreement Reached: Ron Scicluna will serve as co-vice chair of the AISP.4-HAC incubator.

	Agreement Reached: Consumers will be invited to upcoming incubator meetings and it will be ensured that audiologist groups know that they can participate.  The incubator will create a new working group on user trials involving consumers and audiologists.

	Agreement Reached: The incubator will schedule a meeting with representatives of the Wireless Bureau and OET to discuss the recommended changes to the standard and the process that we can use on an on-going basis.  The incubator will also discuss the recommendation that we change the labeling to reflect the feedback from consumers from using the letters U and UT to M and T.  Draft talking points will be distributed prior to the meeting.

	Agreement Reached: Since labs have not yet been validated, and probably will not be by the May 17 deadline, the industry will not have a great deal of information to provide with respect to handset availability.  Also, since most of the industry has been involved in the Incubator process, much of what we have to say at this point would be repetitive.  We have therefore requested that ATIS submit a joint filing on behalf of the HAC Incubator members which would include a list of all of the members, and provide an overview of the work done to date on testing, labeling and consumer outreach and also planned activities including user testing and quality assurance.  This is somewhat different than what will be done for future status reports in that individual companies would not be submitted separate reports to be included in the ATIS filing.  

	Agreement Reached: It was agreed that a working group will be created to address quality assurance of testing after the initial round of testing is completed.  Interested parties are to send Jim Turner an e-mail and he will schedule a conference call so that a proposed mission and scope can be created.  This mission and scope will be presented at the next incubator meeting for approval.

	January 21, 2004

	Agreement Reached: An ad hoc working group will be created to raise the membership issue with consumer groups, HIA and the FDA.  The group will also discuss companies that have not joined but fit in the membership structure that currently exists.  Susan Mazrui, Mary Jones, and Gary Jones will be part of the group.  A conference call will be scheduled as soon as possible.

	Agreement Reached: AISP.4-HAC will use the modified status report template for submitting reports the FCC.  All reports submitted to ATIS for inclusion in the joint report must use the template.  

	December 1, 2003

	Agreement Reached: Working Group 5: Accreditation will be considered dormant unless additional work is deemed necessary by the AISP.4-HAC.

	October 28, 2003

	October 23, 2003

	Agreement Reached: A Working Group will be formed to address the issue of labeling for wireless devices.  The group will work to determine which labeling approach will reduce potential consumer confusion while providing sufficient information for both the consumer and audiologists.  This Working Group should involve industry and government representatives as well as consumer organizations.  The Working Group will be led by Susan Mazrui, Cingular Wireless.  Participants include Judy Harkins, Gallaudet University, Jim Turner, ATIS, Mel Frerking, Cingular Wireless, Teri Cygnarowicz, FDA, Kendra Green, Samsung, Gail Linn, ASHA, Mindy Littell, FCC, Scott Kelley, Motorola and Chris Wallace, Nokia as well as representatives from SHHH and AG Bell. The Working Group will submit a status report to the plenary no later than one week prior to the next full meeting.  

	Agreement Reached: During the Tuesday, October 28, 2003 Conference Call, the AISP.4-HAC should discuss and agree upon a message to C63.  This message, at the least, should include that the changes to ANSI C63.19 being suggested by the incubator at this time are considered ‘non-controversial’, and that resolutions to other issues in the standard are being discussed and may be presented to C63 for inclusion in the revision to the standard.  

	Agreement Reached: The ATIS-HAC Technical Specification will be a living document that may continue to change until the HAC implementation deadline in 2005.  Jim Turner, ATIS, will be responsible for the maintenance of the Technical Specification as part of Working Group 4.  All suggested changes should be sent to Scott Kelley and Jim Turner to be included in the draft document.  

	Agreement Reached: A Sub working group under AISP.4-HAC WG-4 will be created to track changes to C63.19.  

	September 5, 2003:

	Agreement Reached: The leadership of the AISP.4-HAC Incubator will consist of a Chair and two Vice Chairs as follows: 

· Chair; Mary Jones, T-Mobile 

· Vice Chair: Chris Wallace, Nokia 

· Vice Chair: Ron Scicluna, Etymotic Research.

	Agreement Reached: Each of the three key constituencies, wireless service providers, wireless handset manufacturers and hearing aid manufacturers, will be responsible for one-third of the AISP.4-HAC budget or $40,000 per year per constituency.  

	Agreement Reached: Membership will be limited to the three key constituencies, wireless service providers, wireless handset manufacturers and hearing aid manufacturers.  Participation will be limited to members and invited liaisons and guests.  This Agreement will be readdressed during January 2004.

	Agreement Reached: The AISP.4-HAC will provide a venue for the industry to submit a collective status report to the FCC per the R&O reporting requirements.  Participation in the collective report is voluntary.

	Agreement Reached: The revised Mission, Scope and Objectives document was accepted as modified at the meeting.  The current version of the document is available on the web site at http://www.atis.org/atis/hac/hacmission.htm.  

	Agreement Reached: A Working Group will be formed to address the issue of reducing the number of test points for hearing aids.  The group will work to devise a simplification of the worst case situation or develop a test scenario with normal positioning for hearing aids.  The Working Group will submit a status report to the plenary no later than one week prior to the next full meeting.  The Working Group will be led by Ron Scicluna, Etymotic Research. 	Agreement Reached: A Working Group will be formed to address the issue of the differences between the standards process and the incubator process.  The group will work to develop a resolution regarding how to move forward quickly within the bounds of the mandate from the FCC.  In addition, the group will draft a process for addressing propriety solutions that may be discussed at the AISP.4-HAC.  The Working Group will submit a progress report to the plenary no later than one week prior to the next full meeting.  The Working Group will be led by Chris Wallace, Nokia. The Working Group will submit a progress report to the plenary no later than one week prior to the next full meeting.  The Working Group will be led by Tom Victorian, Starkey.
