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1. ISSUE STATEMENT:  The industry needs to address the numbering requirements for evolving data services by: 


1.
Developing data numbering plans (e.g. SMDS, BISDN, ATM) which consider PSTN integration and/or inter-working of the respective numbering and dialing plans and


2.
Investigating expanding the current NANP (and related) formats and related dialing requirements.

2. SUGGESTED RESOLUTION OR OUTPUT/SERVICE DESIRED:  Building upon the SMDS Numbering Plan Workshop's findings, develop a long term numbering plan for data service requirements.

3. OTHER IMPACTS (if any):  INC Issue #018; INC Issue #008; SG A/2; INC Issue #022.
4.  CURRENT ACTIVITY:

· INC11:  Agreed to define "Public Data Services".  

· INC12:  Agreed to focus on numbering plan matrix alternatives.

· INC13:  Continued work in the area of public data services.

· INC15:  Continued to work in the area of public data services.

· INC17:  Continued to work in the area of public data services.

· INC18:  Consideration was given to including ATM as a PDS and including in assignment guidelines.

· INC21:  Agreed to include ATM services in the Public Data numbering plan.

· INC23:  Worked on PDS document, reviewed MCI contributions.

· INC24:  Reviewed BellSouth contribution.  Continued work on Public Data Guidelines.

· INC25:  Reviewed MCI contribution.  Agreed to compare pros and cons of geo. plan and  NPA shared plan, plus using both plans.

· INC26:  Reviewed MCI contribution and developed criteria to contrast a shared NPA with Geographic NPA.

· INC27:  Reviewed selection criteria contribution.

· INC28:  A comparison of the numbering plan alternatives was developed.

· INC29:  The group initially agreed to not assign NANP resources to SMDS.

· INC30:  The group reached agreement to not include SMDS in the NANP and to begin work on a geographic numbering plan for ATM and BISDN Services.

· INC31:  Reviewed Frame Relay definition. 

· INC32:  Worked on PDS assignment criteria.

· INC33:  Established editorial team.

· INC35:  Agreed to establish separate PDS Assignment Guidelines.

· INC36:  The updated PDS Assignment Guidelines were reviewed and the issue relating to assignment of resources in 1000 blocks or less was discussed.  An action item was given to all participants to answer a series of technical questions relative to SVC services.

· INC38:  Accepted revisions to Sections 2 and 4.  Agreement reached to assign in 1000 blocks.

· INC39:  Agreed to change “entity” to “service provider” throughout draft document.

· INC41:  Agreed to accept Sections 5-13 as new baseline draft text.

· March 5, 1999 Conf Call:  Agreed that PDS assignments will appear in the LERG.  Need to determine if voice switches can route at NXX-X level without LRN or pooling technology.

· INC43:  Agreement was reached to table the Issue, pending further industry work and information from either NIIF, ATM Forum, or Frame Relay Forum.

· INC65:  Agreement reached at Closing Session to move this issue to active status under the NPA workshop.

· INC66:  Issue reviewed, discussed and placed in initial closure.

· INC67:  Issue resolved.

5. RESOLUTION:  

With the successful implementation of ATM, BISDN, and frame relay networks, recent evolutions in the data network, and the merging of voice and data protocols, the INC has determined that there is no need for a separate or expanded NANP PSTN numbering plan.  It also is acknowledged that there are efforts underway in such forums as NIIF, the ATM Forum, and IETF.

Therefore, the INC did not produce or change any guidelines for the resolution of this issue.
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
