ISSUE STATEMENT: The defined uses of CICs are listed in Section 1.2 of the CIC

Assignment Guidelines:

( "identify customers who purchase FG B and FG D access services"

( "routing from the local exchange network to the access purchaser"

( "billing between the LEC and the access purchaser"

In addition to these uses, CICs are commonly used within carrier's networks to provide special routing, screening and originating call identification information. Under the guidelines these are not valid uses of a CIC.

SUGGESTED RESOLUTION OR OUTPUT/SERVICE DESIRED: Since this use is local rather than NANP-wide, very few resources would be required and it would not require

assignment of codes to specific carriers. There would be a number of codes reserved for local assignment, similar to the *94--*99 range in the assignment of VSCs and the 1X range in the assignment of ANI II digits.

Reserve 500 CICs, outside of the 5XXX and 6XXX range, for local use. They are not intended to be used between networks nor to be dialable by end users. Adapt the CIC Assignment Guidelines as is necessary.

OTHER IMPACTS (If any):  500 CICs (5.5% of the resources, 500/9000) will be removed from the pool of 7000 CICs that are not to be assigned for 6 years. If the average assignment of

CICs is 100/month this will advance the exhaust by 5 months, if the average was 10/month it would advance the exhaust by 4 years on a 58-year exhaust period. It is more likely that the reservation will slow down the demand for CICs thus expanding the life of the 4 digit CICs. Carriers that would have had to apply for CICs in the past would be able to use codes from the reserved pool.

5.  RESOLUTION:

The following paragraph will be inserted between the first and second paragraphs of Section 1.2 of the Carrier Identification Code Assignment Guidelines, INC 95-0127-006.

CICs referred to in these guidelines are. those assignable by the CIC administrator.

In addition to those CICs assignable by the CIC administrator, there are 200 four digit FG D CICs, numbers 9000-91991 designated for intranetwork use and are therefore unassignable. These CICs are 1) intended for intranetwork use on 1y1 2) not intended to be used between networks, 3) not intended to be dialable by end users as a CAC (defined in this section). Use of the 200 unassignable CICs is at the discretion of each network provider and will not place place requirements on other network providers.
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
