ISSUE STATEMENT:  CellCo Partnership, a Delaware general partnership, requires a CIC for use in its emerging long distance business.  NANPA has denied CellCo's request on the basis that its managing general partner is Bell Atlantic NYNEX Mobile Inc. (BANM), and that BANM, Bell Atlantic and NYNEX form part of the same entity, where an entity is defined in the CIC assignment guidelines as a "firm or group of firms under common ownership or control."  CellCo is a separate entity removed both legally and operationally from both Bell Atlantic Corporation and NYNEX Corporation, and should thus be able to request and hold CICs independent of any such codes held by Bell Atlantic and/or NYNEX.

SUGGESTED RESOLUTION OR OUTPUT/SERVICE DESIRED:  CellCo requests that the INC modify the CIC assignment guidelines, and in particular the definition of an entity, to clarify the right of CellCo, or any similarly structure company, to request and hold CICs independently.  CellCo also requests that the INC instruct NANPA to assign the requested CIC to CellCo without further delay.

4. CURRENT ACTIVITY: 



• Conference call scheduled for October 2, 1995.


• Conference calls were held on October 2 and November 9, 1995, to discuss possible modifications to the entity definition.  At INC 21 it was agreed the definition of an entity should be changed but further work is needed.



• At INC 22 -- At the CIC Workshop meeting agreement reached on wording changes to the CIC Assignment Guidelines and on a resolution statement allowing for Initial Closure at General Session.



• At INC 23 -- Definition of entity modified - issue to remain in Initial Closure.  INC24 targeted for Final Closure.



• At INC 24 -- It was agreed to keep this issue in Initial Closure and to consider alternate text at the next meeting.  Work to continue at next meeting.



• At INC 25 -- This issue was TABLED pending further direction from the FCC on the moratorium or the Bell Atlantic NYNEX Mobile appeal.

   • At INC 41 -- It was agreed to keep this issue TABLED, pending FCC 97-364 resolution.

Proposed RESOLUTION from INC 41: The definition of an entity in Section 1.3 of the CIC Assignment Guidelines will be changed to read:


An entity is defined as a firm or group of firms under common ownership or control (i.e., parent and all subsidiaries operating autonomously within the same corporate family or under the same corporate umbrella).  If a firm offers a telecommunications service1 through an affiliate required by law or regulation to be separate from any other firm in the entity, then such an affiliate shall be considered a separate entity for the purposes of CIC assignment eligibility.

1For the purposes of this definition, “telecommunication services” are those offerings of telecommunications services provided by telecommunications carriers, except that such term does not include carriers who act as aggregators of telecommunications services (as defined in Section 226 of the Communications Act, 47 U.S.C.226).  The term “aggregator” means any person that, in the ordinary course of its operations, makes telephones available to the public or to transient users of its premises, for interstate telephone calls using a provider of operator services.

· INC 66: CIC-007 was presented to review current regulatory status and INC direction.  The issue was therefore removed from tabled status and agreement was reached for initial closure.

· INC 67: Issue was resolved.

5. RESOLUTION:

FCC 97-364, released October 9, 1997, invited comment on myriad policy issues dealing with CICs.  Among these issues is the definition of “entity”.  In response to FCC 97-364, the NANC submitted extensive comments on February 5, 1998.  This FCC proceeding is key to any resolution that INC would consider.  However, INC decided to close this issue because there is no value in maintaining a non-active issue for years while awaiting action by the FCC.  A new issue may be introduced if an order is released.  See also Issue 136 regarding CIC updates.  

No changes were made to INC guidelines with the resolution of this issue.
