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1.	ISSUE STATEMENT:


	In a local number portability environment which utilizes Location Routing Numbers (LRN), end offices will be assigned a unique number(s) (LRN) to which a call may be routed.  LRNs are a new numbering resource which will need to be assigned and administered in accordance with requirements developed by the telecommunications industry.  Therefore, the industry should establish criteria for the assignment and administration of LRNs, and, if appropriate, develop LRN Assignment Guidelines similar to other NANP resources.  The industry should also consider who should perform the role of the LRN administrator.





2.	SUGGESTED RESOLUTION OR OUTPUT/SERVICE DESIRED:


	Refer the issue of LRN assignment and administration to the appropriate INC workshop for resolution.





3.	OTHER IMPACTS (if any):


	Other industry groups are considering the use LRNs in a number portability environment.  For example, the Data Integrity Group (DIG) is beginning to examine how to include LRNs into the routing and rating databases.  Assignment and administration of LRNs should be coordinated with appropriate industry groups.

	INC28 - Issue accepted 


	INC29 - DMM workshop discussed assignment of issue to that workshop.  Issue reassigned at INC29 General Session to a newly formed LNPA Workshop


	At INC30 LNPA Workshop established its Mission & Scope.


	Areas of concerns were listed for consideration by the group.


	Participants will provide contributions at the next meeting regarding the need for LRN assignment guidelines and the areas of concern.


	INC31 Issue - Two contributions (AT&T, Bell Atlantic) were submitted, but this issue was not discussed due the priority of number pooling and a lack of time.  This issue will be discussed at INC 32.


	INC32: It was agreed that national or centralized administration of LRNs is not necessary. Guidelines will be developed for the assignment of LRNs for use by the industry.  A task group has been formed to develop a draft of this document.


	INC33 - One contribution was submitted and reviewed. This issue will be further discussed.


	INC35 -   Developed skeleton draft of items to be included in the proposed guidelines which will be distributed to the OBF, NIIF, T1S1 and the LNPA Working Group.  


	INC36 - Draft LRN Assignment Practices were reviewed, and it was agreed that the document is ready for publishing.  It was agreed to put the issue into initial closure.


	INC37 - Issue placed in initial closure.
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The INC LNPA Workshop met on June 2-4, 1998.  There was a modification requested by the NIIF encouraging the INC to not assign subscribers to the same 10 digit number as an LRN.  The group decided to concur with the NIIF recommendation and the issue will remain in initial closure and be scheduled for final closure at INC38.





INC38 - Issue placed in final closure.
