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1.   ISSUE STATEMENT: The INC resolved its Issue #30 by creating a new category called “translations” access for Feature Group B (FG B) CICs.  The CIC Assignment Guidelines were modified appropriately and currently require that a customer place a valid order for FG B or D trunk access service, or FG B translation access service where available, with the access provider.  This translations access limitation to only FG B trunks does not meet the current market needs.  Many smaller ICs desire to have their FG D CIC(s) translated over a larger, facilities-based carrier’s existing trunk group in the same manner that such access translation is allowed for FG B CICs today.  The larger carriers serve as the underlying transport provider and also provide other services, including Access Service Request (ASR) issuance, maintenance, and billing, to the smaller carrier.  A FG D access customer should have the same capabilities and opportunities as those available to a FG B access customer, including using the underlying transport facilities of another Interexchange Carrier without having to order and purchase FG D access.

2.  SUGGESTED RESOLUTION OR OUTPUT/SERVICE DESIRED: The CIC Assignment Guidelines should be modified to allow the assignment of a FG D CIC to a customer without the need for the customer to order and install a FG D access trunk, with the qualification that such an assignment would be allowed only when the customer will be using the FG D access already installed for an underlying transport provider.   Access usage reporting requirements should be examined, and appropriate procedures should be put in place to allow verification that the assigned FG D CIC is actually generating usage.     

3.  OTHER IMPACTS (if any): This may require the LEC and/or the underlying transport provider to verify usage and submit usage reports to the NANPA for their customers’ FG D CICs.  In addition, NANPA may have to deal with such reports.

4.  CURRENT ACTIVITY:

· INC 28: Issue accepted.

· INC 30: Issue discussed and action items assigned.

· INC 31: Issue discussed and action items assigned.

· INC 32: It was agreed that CIC assignment should be permitted for FG D translation access.  Proposed changes to the CIC assignment guidelines will be prepared for review at the next INC, with a target for initial closure of this issue at INC 33. 
· July 2, 1997:  An INC conference call was held on July 2, 1997 in which suggested changes to the CIC guidelines permitting the assignment of FG D Translations access arrangements were approved.  This issue will be proposed for initial closure at INC 33.

· INC 33: Issue placed in Initial Closure.

· INC 35: Issue tabled.

· INC 41: It was agreed to leave this issue tabled, pending FCC 97-364 resolution. [The INC agreed that CIC assignments should be permitted for Feature Group D translations access.  The CIC assignment guidelines were modified to allow the assignment of FG D CICs when ordering translation access to a customer. The CIC Assignment Guidelines will be reissued to reflect these changes after final closure of this issue.]

· INC 66: CIC-008 and CIC-010 were presented to review current regulatory status and INC direction.  The issue was therefore removed from tabled status and agreement was reached for initial closure.

· INC 67: Issue Resolved

5. RESOLUTION:

FCC 00-255, published in the Federal Register on March 1, 2001, directed NANPA to eliminate the requirement that carriers purchase Feature Group D access in order to obtain a CIC (see paragraphs 5, 24, 25, and 31 of the Order).  However, due to an inquiry from a service provider, NANPA reported to INC in September 2002 (contribution CIC-010) that the FCC explained that the wording in question must be taken in the context of the entire order, and that the requirement to purchase access has not changed and is still in force. 

Both FCC 00-255 and FCC 97-364 impact any progress INC can make on Issue 103.  There is no value in maintaining a non-active issue for years.  Should the FCC take further action on translations access for FG D, a new issue may be introduced.  See also Issues 069, 136 and 392 regarding CIC changes.
No changes were made to INC guidelines with the resolution of this issue.
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
