INC 38 – Reviewed progress of the Country Code Expansion Project at the June 98 Turin ITU-T Study Group 2 Rapporteurs meeting.  The INC workshop recommendation has been accepted as a first stage in the country code expansion process (i.e. existing country codes will not initially be changed in length).

5. RESOLUTION:

This issue is resolved based on the fact that ITU incorporated INC’s comments in an ITU recommendation.  At the March 7-17, 2000 meeting of ITU SG 2 Recommendation E.193,entitled  “E.164 Country code Expansion” was approved.  This closed out Study group 2 working  party 1- Project 6 called E.164 Country Code Exhaust. This recommendation contains text which incorporates  the INC NANP expansion workshop suggestions made at INC 38.  INCs recommendation was that the number of all digits in existing country codes should remain as is, and only new country codes would have four digits in the future.
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
