ISSUE STATEMENT:


The existing assignment guidelines for the 555 NXX (INC 94-0429-002, April 1996, Par. 3.1) envisioned one assignee per line number per “geographic area.” The guidelines also place an administrative burden on NANPA in NPA overlay and split situations, giving only a “right of first refusal” to the incumbent 555 assignee (Par. 3.11), thus allowing the possibility of two different 555 assignees of the same line number(s) in the same geographic area. Though such a situation may have yet to occur, such an occurrence would be contrary to the geographic concept, create consumer confusion, and possibly inhibit efficient dialing plans.

SUGGESTED RESOLUTION OR OUTPUT/SERVICE DESIRED:


INC is requested to amend Par. 3.11.1 of the “555 NXX Assignment Guidelines” to provide that the incumbent 555 assignee will receive the same line number assignment in an NPA split, and for overlays provide that the 555 assignee with the earliest assignment date in an underlying NPA will receive the same line number assignment in the NPA overlay:



“3.11.1 For NPA splits, an entity holding a 555 number Assignment  in the 

existing NPA will receive assignment of the same 555 line number in the 

split NPA.  In NPA overlay situations, the entity holding the earliest 555 line number assignment in any one of the underlying NPA(s) will receive the same 555 line number assignment in the NPA overlay.”


This change will relieve NANPA of the administrative burden of the notification of incumbent assignees to be affected by NPA splits and overlays, permit dialing plans to retain simplicity for the 555 NXX, and avoid potential consumer confusion.

RESOLUTION:  The following text was approved in resolution of this issue:

3.11.1a:  For NPA splits, an entity holding a non-national 555 number in an existing geographic NPA will be given the opportunity to request assignment of the same 555 number in the new NPA.  If this opportunity is declined, the 555 number in the new NPA will be available for assignment to another entity.

3.11.1b:  For an overlay over a single NPA, the entity holding the 555 line number assignment will be given the opportunity to request the assignment of the same 555 number in the new NPA.  If the opportunity is declined, the 555 number in the new NPA will be available for assignment to another entity.

3.11.1c:  For an overlay over more than one existing NPA, and where two or more entities each hold the same 555 number in the affected existing NPAs, the entity first assigned the 555 number will be given the opportunity to request assignment of the same 555 number in the overlay.  If the opportunity is declined, then the entity next assigned the 555 number will be offered the assignment.  If declined, the number will be available for assignment to another entity.
