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1.	ISSUE STATEMENT:  In his letter dated 10/29/97 (OS-96), NANC Chairman Alan Hasselwander gave new language to be used in guidelines regarding protected codes.  INC Issue 111 revised the appropriate language in the CO Code Assignment Guidelines and in the NPA Allocation Plan and Assignment Guidelines.  The NPA Codes Relief Planning & Notification Guidelines still need to be changed; these guidelines were not part of Issue 111.





2.	SUGGESTED RESOLUTION OR OUTPUT/SERVICE DESIRED:  Change the existing language in the NPA Code Relief Planning & Notification Guidelines, Section 5.0g, to read as follows:  The use of protected codes (NXXs), which permits 7-digit dialing across NPA boundaries, should be eliminated as part of the NPA code relief planning process unless the State Commission directs otherwise at the time of the proposed relief.  Elimination of protected codes should be accomplished prior to a request for a relief NPA code.
