ISSUE STATEMENT:


Optional extended/expanded calling scopes exist in some states, allowing consumers to choose between a basic inbound and/or outbound calling area, or, for a premium, an enlarged inbound and/or outbound calling area.  These two types of service share the same Rate Center designation, but require distinct NXXs because rating on calls inbound (terminating) to these consumers is determined at the code level by carriers originating such calls.  INC TBPAG does not differentiate between these two types of numbering resources for acquisition and administration purposes, but these resources are not interchangable in the local exchange.  Proper application of 1K Blocks to intended uses will be facilitated with improvements guidelines.

SUGGESTED RESOLUTION OR OUTPUT/SERVICE DESIRED:


Update TBPAG to provide independent acquisition paths for carriers requesting both types of numbering resources including changes to appropriate forms, and also update the administration section of guidelines to properly instruct the PA on the handling of such acquisition requests.
