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Issue Statement/Business Need:

On May 13, 2009, the FCC issued FCC 09-41. In the Order, the FCC reduced the porting interval for simple wireline and simple intermodal port requests, requiring all entities subject to its local number portability (LNP) rules to complete simple wireline-to-wireline and simple intermodal port requests within one business day unless a longer period is requested by the new provider or the customer elects otherwise. The FCC directed the NANC to develop new LNP provisioning process flows that take into account the shortened porting interval, and to address how a “business day” should be construed for purposes of the porting interval, and generally how the porting time should be measured. The NANC is to submit those flows to the FCC no later than 90 days after the effective date of the Order. Accordingly, the NANC flows are due to the FCC by October 29, 2009. 
Once the new LNP provisioning process flows are agreed to by the NANC, INC should review its guidelines to determine if there are any associated updates required in the guidelines for the new one business day interval for simple wireline and simple intermodal port requests.


Suggested Solution:

Related work required for the solution to this issue to be implementable by the industry*--consider functional platform, interoperability, performance and security, OAM&P, ordering and billing, and user interface work.

Activity Log (can be very brief but this must be regularly updated on a meeting-by-meeting basis and include all agreements reached and action items):
· INC107 (Aug09): Issue accepted for work and referred to LNPA Subcommittee. Issue not discussed due to time constraints.
· INC 108 (Oct09): Issue discussion deferred until INC 109, after updated NANC flows have been submitted to the FCC.

· INC 109 (Dec09): It was noted that no contributions have been submitted yet, but that an action item had been assigned during General Session of INC 109 to do so. Dave Garner, Mark Lancaster, Tara Farquhar and Adam Newman will review the TBPAG activation interval for impacts of the shortened porting interval for simple ports per FCC 09-41. Issue remains open.

· INC 110 (Feb10): It was noted that the action item assigned during INC 109 regarding this issue had been completed, and it was determined that no changes to the TBPAG were needed.  The First port notification timer remains five days in the one day porting scenario, and that since there was no change to the first port notification timer, there were no changes needed to the INC block activation timeline.  It was noted that LNPA WG may address changes to the first port notification timer or a best practice in the near future.  INC participants determined it would be prudent to leave this issue Active until the implementation of one day porting, which is expected to be August 2, 2010.
· INC 111 (Apr10): A participant suggested that INC table Issue 649 until after the August 2, 2010 implementation of the new one-business day porting interval. It was noted that INC may need to make guideline changes if the LNPA Working Group makes changes to the five-business day first port notification interval. INC agreed to Table Issue 649.

· INC 113 (Aug10): Issue discussed and placed into initial closure.
