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Issue Statement/Business Need:

The resolution to Issue 428: INC Form Changes to Accommodate NAS (NANP Administration System) Development, including removal of references to attaching Part 2 forms to be input into the Telcordia™ Business Integrated Routing and Rating Database System (BIRRDS).  
The Part 1 form still includes references to attaching Part 2 forms.  The process of associating the NAS system to attaching and/or inputting Part 2 information in BIRRDS is no longer appropriate in today’s environment, and should be removed.
Suggested Solution:
Edit the CO Code Request, Part 1 form, to remove Section 1.8

INC 109(Dec09): The issue was introduced and accepted in the DMM sub-committee and referred to Closing Session for confirmation and sub-committee assignment. The issue was referred to CO/NXX in Closing Session where it will be worked at INC 110.

INC 110 (Feb10): Participants discussed the issue and it was noted that these changes would need to be made to both NAS and PAS, and it was suggested that the edits be completed in the NAS when the next scheduled build occurs (~July 2010), as opposed to doing a Change Order. However, a Change Order is anticipated for PAS. The issue was placed into Initial Closure. 

March 8, 2010: The issue was moved to Initial Pending at the request of the PA due to the submission of a PA Change Order.

July 16, 2010: The issue was moved to Final Closure on July 16, 2010 and the CO Code Part 1 form was republished on the ATIS INC web site on July 19, 2010.
