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Issue Statement/Business Need:  

The demand for 5YY numbers has increased substantially over the past few years as demonstrated by the implementation of the 533 NPA in September 2009 and the anticipated introduction of the 544 NPA in 2011.  The current PCS 5YY NXX Code Assignment Guidelines should be reviewed and updated to ensure NANPA and 5YY applicants have a clear understanding of the criteria necessary to obtain these numbers.  This review should focus on three primary areas:

1. Current guidelines require the applicant to provide a service description that ensures two of the following three criteria are met:  personal mobility, terminal mobility and service profile management.  Ensuring an initial application meets these criteria often requires significant, detailed discussions between NANPA and the applicant and can be time-consuming for both entities.  Of unique interest is the issue of service profile management and what is needed to meet this requirement.  INC needs to revisit this definition to determine what changes are needed to more accurately reflect today’s communication environment and provide additional definition and clarity concerning the proper use of this non-geographic resource.

2. For initial code requests, the guidelines permit applicants to request as many resources as they desire, based upon a 12 month forecast that substantiates the quantity requested.  No maximum is placed upon the quantity of initial codes assigned.  Such assignment criteria could potentially lead to the assignment of resources that are not properly utilized.  As such, the guidelines should be modified to establish a maximum number of codes that may be included in an initial code request.  

3. Applicants for additional 5YY NXX codes need to demonstrate that they will exhaust their supply of 5YY resources in six months.  Other than this criterion, the guidelines contain no other benchmarks to help ensure efficient utilization of assigned resources.  The INC should examine the requirement for additional resource applicants to meet a minimum utilization threshold for existing 5YY resources and/or require a threshold for currently assigned 5YY NXX codes to be in-service as a pre-requisite for the assignment of additional 5YY NXX codes.

Suggested Solution:
INC should discuss the items above in an attempt to reach agreement on the appropriate conceptual changes that are needed to the guidelines.  Subsequent contributions can propose the actual text modifications that would incorporate these concepts into the guidelines.  

Additional work required for the solution to this issue to be implementable by the industry--consider functional platform; interoperability; performance, reliability, and security; OAM&P; ordering and billing; and user interface work.
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Activity Log (can be very brief but this must be regularly updated on a meeting-by-meeting basis and include all agreements reached and action items):

· INC 113 (Aug 2010):   Issue was accepted and referred to NPA subcommittee.  Issue discussed briefly at NPA.  AT&T and T-Mobile will bring a contribution for discussion at INC114.  This issue will be discussed under the “RAM” subcommittee going forward.

· INC 114 (Oct 2010): RAM-002 was discussed and edited, and saved as RAM-002R1. In RAM-002R1, the Subcommittee identified concepts for exploration, and determined a work plan for those concepts, identifying the significance level and order of execution. Participants took action items to bring contributions associated with the concepts to the next INC, and co-chairs took an action item to bring in a new issue to cover concepts 7, 10 and 11. The new issue was accepted at Closing Session of INC 114 as Issue 702.

· INC 115 (Dec 2010): Participants reviewed and edited contributions RAM 002R1, 007, 008, 009, 011.  Contribution RAM 006 was reviewed.  Particpants created the revised contributions RAM 011R1.  The INC Administrator will create a working document of the 5YY Guidelines to incorporate the accepted changes from the Issue 692 contributions RAM 006, 007, 009, and 011R1. The following action items were taken:
· Ms. McNamer will bring a contribution to INC 116 changing the administrator terminology in the 5YY Audit Guidelines to read “Code Administrator” pursuant to Issue 692.
· Ms. Sprague and Ms. Adams will come to INC 116 with a contribution that will reconcile the order of the sections in the 5YY Guidelines with that of the COCAG and TBPAG.  For example, Section 5 (Code Administrator Responsibilities) and Section 6 (Responsibilities of Code Applicants and Holders) may be reversed, to be consistent with the COCAG and TBPAG, pursuant to Issue 692.

· INC members will consider what approach to take in sections 6.8 and 8 in contribution RAM 008—specifically, whether activities related to reclamation should be performed by the FCC rather than NANPA, pursuant to Issue 692.

· Mr. Lancaster will bring a contribution to INC 116 revising the portion of RAM 008 starting with section 6.8 and going until the end.  This will be a new contribution, pursuant to Issue 692.

· Ms. Crandall will bring a new proposed issue to INC 116 dealing with section 7.3 of the PCS 5YY NXX Code Assignment Guidelines.

· Ms. Forshee will bring in a contribution pursuant to Issue 692 to INC 116 reviewing the Glossary (section 12) in the PCS 5YY NXX Code Assignment Guidelines

· INC 116 (Mar 2011): Participants reviewed and edited contributions RAM 008R1, 012, and 015.  Participants created revised contributions RAM 008R2, 012R1, and 015R1. It was agreed that the INC Administrator would incorporate the accepted changes from contributions RAM 008R2, 012R1, and 015R1 into the 5YY working document.  The Administrator will post the new version of the 5YYGuidelines working document.

· INC 117 (May 2011): Participants reviewed RAM-014, but decided to put discussion of it on hold until all other contributions are incorporated into the Issue 692 5YY Working document.  Participants discussed and edited RAM-016 and created RAM 016R1.  Action Item: The Administrator will further edit RAM 016R1 to place the 5YY Glossary into table format and incorporate this and other changes contained in RAM 016R1 into the Issue 692 5YY Guidelines working document.

· INC 118 (June 2011): A work plan for Issue 692 was reviewed, including a discussion of which topics will be worked under other issues. Participants discussed RAM 017. Action Items:
· A CDT consisting of Ms. Crandall, Ms. Sprague, Mr. Lancaster, Ms. McNamer, and Ms. Forshee, will bring a contribution to INC 119 which reworks section 7.3 of the PCS guidelines.

· Mr. Lancaster and Ms. McNamer will bring a contribution to INC 119 addressing utilization requirements, thresholds, and percentages.  The contribution will also attempt to match the NXX and NXX-X guidelines and applications process as much as possible between the PCS guidelines and the TBPAG and COCAG.  (See items 4 and 6 in RAM 002R1.)

· Ms. Crandall and Ms. Forshee will bring a contribution to INC 119 addressing large-scale projects and growth applications. (See item 5 in RAM 002R1.)

· INC 119 (Aug 2011): Participants discussed and edited RAM-029, saving those edits as RAM-029R1. Participants discussed RAM-031, but didn’t agree to any language just yet, weighing whether the NANPA or the FCC should fulfill the reclamation and extensions role. Participants will revisit RAM 029R1 to address the issue of extensions (top of page 18 within the contribution) at the next meeting.

· INC 120 (Oct 2011): Participants reviewed RAM 037 and after discussion agreed to make no changes to that section of the guidelines.  Participants also discussed and edited RAM 031 (saving changes as RAM 031R1) and it was agreed to have the FCC approve both reclamation and extensions for 5XX-NXX codes. Participants discussed RAM 029R1 and saved edits as RAM-029R2. Participants reviewed RAM 038 and after discussion,  it was agreed to have a CDT team consisting of Dana Crandall, Shaunna Forshee, Natalie McNamer, Beth Sprague and Mark Lancaster discuss both contributions (RAM 029R2 & RAM 038) and bring the best of both to INC 121.  It was noted that RAM 014 should be the last contribution worked before placing this issue into initial closure. Action Item: Dana Crandall to bring in a contribution addressing the uses of “activation” (or “active” or “activated”) and “in service” throughout the 5YY Guidelines.
· INC 121 (Dec 2011): Participants discussed andaccepted RAM-039, and it will be incorporated into the Working Document. It was noted that RAM-039 addressed NANPA forecasting of the overall exhaust of all 5XX-NXX resources on a semi annual basis, and it was agreed that NANPA could perform this analysis prior to Issue 692 closing. Participants discussed and edited RAM-043, and it was saved as RAM-043R1. Participants discussed and edited RAM-044, and it was saved as RAM-044R1. Both RAM-043R1 and RAM-044R1 will be incorporated into the Working Document. Participants discussed and edited RAM-045, incorporating the edited text directly into the Working Document during the meeting. Action Item: Ms. Forshee will bring a new contribution to INC 122 address the fact that a carrier must supply proof of a license or certification when receiving its first 5XX-NXX resource.
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
