Issue Statement/Business Need:

INC has not reviewed or updated the documentation an SP may use for proof of facilities readiness in many years. Some of the current forms of proof of facilities readiness are rarely if ever used, or do not provide enough information. Other forms of proof of facilities readiness are not uniform across the industry and therefore make it difficult for the administrator to recognize the appropriate information.
Suggested Solution:
Review and edit the acceptable forms of proof of facilities readiness in Sections 4.3.1.2 of the TBPAG and Section 4.2.2 of the COCAG.

Related work required for the solution to this issue to be implementable by the industry--consider functional platform; interoperability; performance, reliability, and security; OAM&P; ordering and billing; and user interface work.

· INC 113 (Aug 2010): Issue accepted for work and referred to LNPA Subcommittee (and then to the new RAM Subcommittee). Issue not discussed due to time constraints and a contribution is expected at the next meeting.
· INC 114 (Oct 2010): During the RAM Subcommittee, it was noted that the PA had contacted the FCC to determine if changes could be made to the acceptable forms for proof of facilities readiness.  The PA will either request that INC to withdraw the issue or submit a contribution by INC 115.
· INC 115 (Dec 2010): Contribution RAM 005 was discussed, and edits were saved as RAM 005R1. Participants will review contribution RAM005R1 with their legal teams before moving Issue 699 into initial closure. A team comprised of Tara Farquhar, Natalie McNamer, Beth Sprague, Shaunna Forshee, and Mark Lancaster will bring in a contribution to INC 116 listing requirements for a business plan and Appendix 6 that are to be used as documentation of facilities readiness.

· INC 116 (March 2011): Participants discussed RAM 013 and created RAM 013R1.  Action Item: Participants will investigate the origin of Section 4.3.1.2 Number 1 of the TBPAG.   Participants will also investigate whether “LEC” should be changed to “tandem provider” in the TBPAG and whether any type of tandem provider is sufficient for proof of facilities readiness.  Participants will come to INC 117 with information on whether or not their companies would support changing “LEC” to “tandem provider” in the TBPAG.

· INC 117 (May 2011): Participants reviewed RAM 005R1 and placed Issue 699 into initial closure. Action Item: The INC Administrator shall fix the numbering prior to including the attached issue resolution text in the TBPAG and COCAG.
Resolution Statement:
To clarify what forms of documentation are acceptable for service providers to provide as evidence of facilities readiness, the INC edited Section 4.3.1.2 of the TBPAG, the TBPAG Appendix 6, Section 4.2.2 of the COCAG and the COCAG Appendix A. The edits to the TBPAG and COCAG are noted below, and the edits to the TBPAG Appendix 6 and the COCAG Appendix A are contained in the attached embedded files:

Evidence shall be provided to the PA with the Part 1A application.  Evidence may be provided by emailing or faxing to the PA a copy of any one of the following document(s)
 the SP selects:

1. A current executed interconnection agreement between a Local Exchange Carrier and the service provider requesting numbering resources. The relevant pages are the cover page, area covered and the signature page from the interconnection agreement. In the case that the name on the interconnection agreement does not match the SP’s name on the application, the applicant shall provide documentation linking the name on the application with the name on the interconnection agreement.
2. Documentation of the state commission approval of the current interconnection agreement. In the case that the name on the state commission documentation does not match the SP’s name on the application, the applicant shall provide documentation linking the name on the application with the name on the state commission documentation.


3. The Service Provider business plan/pre-planning checklist (see Appendix 6) to show that facilities for origination or termination for calls being used specifically for the requested block(s)/code(s) have been requested and are anticipated to be completed prior to the effective date of the block/block/code.
4. A confirmation letter or letter of intent provided by the LEC with which the requesting SP will interconnect.  Interconnecting LECs are encouraged, but not required, to provide such letters.  


5. A letter from the requesting SP identifying a block/code in service in another rate center that already uses the same facilities and CLLI code that will be used to serve the new rate center where the initial block/code is being requested and reflected on the application.

All documentation submitted will be held confidential, pursuant to FCC confidentiality rules.
